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JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP COMPETITION
NOVICE CLASS: This shall be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old 

on the day of the show and who at the time entries close have not won three (3) first place awards, 
with competition present, in a Novice Class. A first place in Novice without competition leading 
to a Best Junior award with competition would count as one win towards moving to Open at a 
licensed or member show. Junior Handlers who win a third Novice Class with competition, if a win 
in Novice leads to a Best Junior with competition present it will count as one win towards moving 
to Open, after the closing of entries for a show are required to transfer their entry from the Novice 
Class to the Open Class by notifying the Superintendent or Show Secretary prior to the judging of 
the class at the show.

OPEN CLASS: For boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on the day of the 
show, and who have won three first place awards in a Novice Class or if a win in Novice leads to a 
Best Junior with competition present it will count as one win towards moving to Open in a licensed 
or member show. Juniors which according to their records have completed the requirements to 
compete in the Open class but whose status is unconfirmed by the American Kennel Club are 
limited to competing in the Open Class for a period of 90 days from the date of the show where the 
Junior completed the requirements according to their records.

MASTER CLASS: This class will be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years on 
the day of the show, and who have 10 Best Junior wins with competition. The calendar for this class 
will be consistent with the eligibility dates for the AKC National Championship. All Juniors meeting 
the criteria for this class are required to enter the Master Class and may change their entry the day 
of the show if entries have already closed. Once the eligibility time frame for that year has passed 
all participants return to the Open Class to compete for the following year. 

NOVICE AND OPEN CLASS DIVIDED: Junior-9 years old and under 12 years old on the day of the 
show; Intermediate-12 years old and under 15 years old on the day of the show; Senior-15 years 
old and under 18 years old on the day of the show.

After the judge has awarded the Best Junior Handler, the second place winner from the class that 
the Junior was awarded Best Junior Handler is to return to the ring to compete for Reserve Best 
Junior Handler.
NOTICE: Junior Handlers must include their AKC JUNIOR HANDLER NUMBER on each entry. You may 
obtain your junior identification number by calling the AKC, Judges Education Department, 919-233-
9767. BE SURE ALL INFORMATION for Junior Showmanship Classes is entered on front and back of 
entry form.
NOTE: SUBSTITUTION OF DOG IN JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP AT THE SHOW(S): There will be an 
Administration Fee of $5.00 charged for any substitution of dog in Junior Showmanship at each 
show. In addition, if the dog originally entered in Jr. Showmanship was an additional entry, and 
the dog being substituted is not otherwise entered in the show, the Junior Showmanship Only 
fee applies.

GENERAL INFORMATION
•	 BUILDINGS will be open at 6:00AM and will close each day after Best in Show, unless otherwise 

noted in the judging program.

JUDGE: Pamela Peat

This Special Attraction will be held at lunch time when a ring becomes available. An 
announcement will be made. 

The Pee Wee Special Attraction is a pre-Junior Showmanship class. The Pee Wee class is geared 
toward children 5-9 years of age. Safety is a primary concern. 

Each Pee Wee unit consists of the child, his/her parent/guardian/responsible adult, and the 
dog. Only one Pee Wee unit is in the ring at a time. This is not a competitive class, but rather a fun, 
learning experience for the child and the adult. 

Entries are taken in person on Saturday morning at  the Show Site (Club Table) 9:00AM to 
11:00AM. 

Entry fee: $5.00 per dog. There is no limit on the number of teams, but they must be registered 
Saturday morning to participate. 

•	 A dog must be at least four months of age to enter the Pee Wee class. 
•	 Bitches in season will not be allowed to participate. 
•	 All dogs entered must have the proper lead and collar. 
•	 A responsible adult must be present with the child both inside and outside the ring. The adult 

is to maintain control of the dog outside of the ring. 
•	 All AKC fully recognized and Miscellaneous Class breeds are allowed to enter, including dogs 

with a PAL listing. 
•	 FSS breeds not in the Miscellaneous Class and All-American dogs are allowed to enter. 
•	 In addition to an entry, a release must be signed by the child’s parent or legal guardian. Please 

contact Event Operations at eventplans@akc.org to request the current version of the Pee Wee 
Release of Liability. Releases will also be available at the event.

The safety of both the dogs and Juniors inside and outside the ring is a primary concern. Outside 
of the ring, the dog is to be controlled by the adult accompanying the child. An additional lead, 
provided by the Club, will be at the Judge’s table. At the Judge’s discretion based upon the size of 
the child and the dog, for safety purposes the adult may be asked to attach a second lead to the 
dog so both child and adult will walk the dog together.

Rosettes will be awarded to each participant.
ATTENTION EXHIBITORS – A reminder from the Show Committee to all Breeders/Exhibitors 

wanting to compete in the Pee Wee Class this weekend: Please keep your dogs that are entered 
in the Pee Wee Class away from the show ring until your class is called.

The Four-to-Six Month Puppy competition shall be for dogs that are four months of age and over 
but under six months on the day of the event. Classes will be offered for breeds and varieties and 
divided into Groups as described in Chapter 3, Section 1 of the Rules Applying to Dog Shows 
and the Miscellaneous Class breeds as listed in Chapter 3, Section 23. The Miscellaneous class 
competition will be the equivalent of Group competition and the winner will be eligible to compete 
in Best Four-to-Six Month Puppy in Show. The FSS competition will be the equivalent of Group 
competition and the winner will be eligible to compete in Best Four-to-Six Month Puppy in Show.

Entry and Eligibility
Entry and eligibility requirements include:
•  AKC registration number or an AKC litter number will be required for entries of an AKC recognized 
breed as listed in Chapter 3, Section 1 of the Rules Applying to Dog Shows.
•  A foreign born dog may enter this class if it is registered in the country of origin.
•  FSS number or FSS registered litter number will be required for Miscellaneous and FSS breed 
entries.
•  All entrants are to be vaccinated (including rabies) in accordance with their veterinarian’s protocol.
•  Professional handlers, members of their household and current assistants to professional handlers 
may personally exhibit a dog they own as “Exhibition Only” in the Four-to-Six Month (Beginner 
Puppy) Competition. Entries must be marked “Exhibition Only” prior to the close of entries. 
•  Dogs that are owned or co-owned by a professional handler may compete in this class, but 
must be handled by a non-professional handler. Professional handlers are defined as any person 
who belongs or has belonged to a professional handlers’ organization, distributed rate cards, or 
otherwise advertised or represented themselves as handling dogs for pay within the last five years. 
Dogs may not be exhibited by current assistants or household members of a professional handler. 
A current assistant is defined as anyone employed by a professional handler on a full-time basis, 
or, assisting a professional handler at the show or any show during the cluster/weekend. Minors 
(under 18) with amateur status who reside with professional handlers and current assistants to 
professional handlers that are eligible to compete in Junior Showmanship (meet age and amateur 
status requirements) may personally exhibit dogs in the Four-to-Six Month (Beginner Puppy) 
Competition.

USE OF RAMPS – ALL BREEDS
A judge requesting the use of a ramp must give notice to the show superintendent/show secretary 

prior to judging. AKC approval is not required. The entire entry in a breed is to be examined in the same 
manner (ground, table, or ramp).

At the discretion of the judge, the following breeds may be judged on the ground or on a ramp 
through all levels of competition: Nova Scotia Duck Tolling Retrievers, American Water Spaniels, 
Boykin Spaniels, Field Spaniels, Welsh Springer Spaniels, Grand Basset Griffon Vendeen, Norwegian 
Elkhounds, Whippets, German Pinschers, Portuguese Water Dogs, Standard Schnauzers, American 
Staffordshire Terriers, Irish Terriers, Soft Coated Wheaten Terriers, Staffordshire Bull Terriers, Finnish 
Spitz, Australian Cattle Dogs, Entlebucher Mountain Dogs, Finnish Lapphunds, Icelandic Sheepdogs, 
Norwegian Buhunds, Polish Lowland Sheepdogs, and Basset Fauve de Bretagne, Norrbottenspets 
(Misc.).

At the discretion of the judge through all levels of competition, the following breeds may be judged on 
a ramp or table through all levels of competition: Mudi, Puli.

At the discretion of the judge through all levels of competition, the following breeds may be judged on 
the ground, ramp, or table through all levels of competition: Miniature Bull Terriers.

The following breeds must be judged on a ramp through all levels of conformation 
competition: Lagotto Romagnolo, Clumber Spaniels, English Springer Spaniels, Sussex Spaniels, Basset 
Hounds, Cirneco dell’Etnas, Kerry Blue Terriers, Bulldogs, Chinese Shar-Pei, Chow Chows, Keeshonden 
and Spanish Water Dogs.

This extends to all conformation competition at AKC conformation dog shows and any AKC event 
where a conformation title may be earned. This policy includes Group, BIS, Junior Showmanship, the 
4–6 Month Beginner Puppy Competition, the AKC National Owner-Handled Series (NOHS), and all other 
special attractions that offer Group and BIS competitions. Ramps can be used in emergency situation to 
judge any breed.

In an emergency situation, where use of a ramp is not indicated in the premium list, an exhibitor has 
the option of withdrawing their entry and receiving a refund. For the judging of juniors the ramp may be 
used at the discretion of the judge for the ramp optional breeds. (01/2026)

Clubs should be prepared to enforce the guidelines that 
apply to their event. The conformation field reps will assist as always in an advisory capacity.

WHO MAY ENTER: FSS and Miscellaneous breeds, ages 4 months and older on the day of the event are 
eligible to compete and earn points towards the Certificate of Merit. Miscellaneous Class breeds will be 
considered equivalent to a Group as will the FSS breeds. The winner of the Miscellaneous Class & FSS 
Groups will go on to compete for Best in FSS Open Show.
Professional handlers or agents are only permitted to exhibit in FSS Open Shows if they are listed as an 
owner of record of the dog being exhibited. Professional handlers are defined as any person who belongs 
or has belonged to a professional handlers’ organization, distributed rate cards, or otherwise advertised or 
represented themselves as handling dogs for pay.

* Norrbottenspets may be judged on the ground or a ramp through all levels of competition.
