JUDGES AWARD OF MERIT - Award of Merit will be awarded after Best of Breed judging is
completed for Greater Swiss Mountain Dogs in the Best of Breed competition that exemplify
the breed's characteristics. These awards are reserved for those quality animals the judge feels
are worthy of final consideration for Best of Breed. The dogs selected for Best of Breed, Best of
Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, Select Dog and Select Bitch are not eligible for an award of merit. At
the judge's discretion, up to six (6) awards of merit for National Specialty and up to four (4) awards
of merit for Independent Specialty will be awarded in the Best of Breed competition, which shall
include move-ups, Winners Dog, Winners Bitch, and first place in Veteran Dog and Veteran Bitch
classes.

POINTS FOR RESERVE - NATIONAL AND INDEPENDENT SPECIALTIES

The Greater Swiss Mountain Dog Club of America, Inc, will award at its National Specialty and
the Independent Specialty associated with the National Specialty a three-point major to Reserve
Winners Dog/Bitch if the Regular Class Dog/Bitch entry is twice the required number for a
five-point major in the division where the National Specialty is held.

IN REGULAR PUPPY CLASS - The first place winners from the individual Regular Puppy Classes
(6-9 mos and 9-12 mos) and Bred by Exhibitor Puppy Classes will compete for the award of Best
Puppy in the Regular Classes. Best Puppy competition will follow Best of Breed judging.

BEST BRED-BY-EXHIBITOR IN BRED-BY-EXHIBITOR CLASSES - The first place winners from the
individual Bred-by-Exhibitor Classes (puppy and adult, both sexes) will compete for the award of
Best Bred-by-Exhibitor. Best Bred-by-Exhibitor competition will follow Best of Breed judging.

BEST VETERAN IN THE VETERAN CLASSES - The First place winners from the Veteran Classes
will compete for the award of Best Veteran and Best of Opposite Veteran. Best Veteran competition
will follow Best of Breed judging.

NON-REGULAR CLASSES (Involving Multiple Dog Entries) NATIONAL SPECIALTY ONLY
When making entries in the Multiple Dog Entry Classes, please indicate on the entry forms as to
which dog(s) are to make up the entry in each Brace, Generations, or Breeders Classes. If there is to
be more than one Brace, please indicate “Brace 1] “Brace 27 etc. As the judge’s decision in the Brace,
Generation, and Breeders Classes will be based on the merits of more than one dog or bitch, none of
the dogs or bitches making up the entry judged first in the class will be eligible to compete for Best
of Breed by virtue of having won this class.

STUD DOG CLASS - For Stud Dog and a minimum of two (2); maximum of four (4) of their Get.
It is not necessary that the Get be under the same ownership as that of the Stud Dog. The Stud
Dog may be entered separately in one of the regular classes, or if a Champion of Record in Best of
Breed Competition, but MUST be entered in the Stud Dog Class, the Get MUST be entered in one
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of the regular classes. The Stud Dog shall be considered as one entry and requires one entry fee,
this being the regular fee plus the additional class fee if the Stud Dog is entered in another Class.
The Stud Dog must be shown in the ring with the Get. The class will be judged on the merits of the
Get. Note - Chapter 11, Section 8, of the AKC Rules Applying to Dog Shows, provides neutered dogs
may be entered as the Stud Dog.

BROOD BITCH CLASS -Same as for Stud Dog except substitute Brood Bitch for Stud Dog and
Produce for Get where appropriate.

NOTE: A castrated male may be entered as the Stud Dog in the Stud Dog Class and a spayed bitch
maybe entered as the Brood Bitch in the Brood Bitch Class.

BRACE CLASS - Full particulars for each dog entered must be given on individual Official AKC
Entry Forms. Two dogs of the same recognized breed or variety that are similar in appearance,
performing in unison and presented by a maximum of two handlers. Both dogs competing in
brace competition must have at least one common owner. Dogs comprising a Brace Class must be
named at the time of entry, and full particulars must be given for each dog on individual entry forms.
Entrants must supply the registration number of all dogs in their unit in an email to BaRay Events.
No entry will be accepted without the registration numbers of their unit members.

ENTRANTS IN GENERATION CLASS OR BREEDER’S CLASS - Dogs comprising a Generation or
Breeders Class Unit must be named at the time of entry, and full particulars must be given for each
dog on individual entry forms. Each Entrant must be submitted on an official AKC entry blank. Each
entrant must also supply the registration number of all dogs in their unit in an email to BaRay Events.
No entry will be accepted without the registration numbers of their unit members. If any one of the
dogs named in a unit is not entered in the show, the Unit will be rejected.

GENERATION CLASS - Three dogs with one exhibit from each generation of a three generation
pedigree regardless of sex, exhibited from oldest to youngest. Neutered dogs and spayed bitches
are eligible. Ownership does not need to be identical. Dog #1 - Father or Mother; Dog #2 - Son or
Daughter; Dog #3 Grandson or Granddaughter of Dog #1 and Son or Daughter of Dog #2.
BREEDER’S CLASS - The breeder of record enters a team with a minimum of three and a maximum
of five dogs, without distinction as to gender. The entrant must be the breeder of record for all ex-
hibits. It is not required that the breeder of record be the current owner. All dogs entered must be
a minimum of 6 months of age - spayed and neutered dogs are eligible. The team that is exhibited
in the Breeder's Class must represent more than one litter and cannot all have identical parentage.
The Breeder(s) of record may only enter a single unit of 3-5 dogs from their kennel, i.e,, no kennel
may enter more than one unit. Each team will be judged as a unit, standing, and moving to deter-
mine their overall quality, consistency and similarity, breed type, and conformation to the breed
standard. Awards will be presented to Best Breeder's Team and Reserve Best Breeder's Team.

Dogs are
required to be vaccinated (including rabies) in accordance with their veterinarian’s protocol in
order to avoid inadvertent transmission of illness by/to puppies not yet fully immunized.

Dogs that are owned or co-owned by a professional handler may compete in this class but must
be handled by a non-professional handler. Professional handlers are defined as any person
who belongs or has belonged to a professional handlers' organization, distributed rate cards, or
otherwise advertised or represented themselves as handling dogs for pay within the last five years.
Dogs may not be exhibited by current assistants or household members of a professional handler.
A current assistant is defined as anyone employed by a professional handler on a full-time basis, or,
assisting a professional handler at the show or any show during the cluster/weekend.
Professional handlers, members of their household and current assistants to professional handlers
may personally exhibit a dog they own as “Exhibition Only” in the Four-to-Six Month (Beginner
Puppy) Competition. Entries must be marked “Exhibition Only” prior to the close of entries.

AKC Rules in Dealing with Misconduct will be applicable to any person and dog entered at this
competition. All applicable rules found in Rules Applying to Dog Shows will govern the conduct of
this competition unless these regulations are stated otherwise. Exhibitors should plan to open the
mouth of their puppy for the judges. Breed standard disqualifications such as color, height, weight,
or dentition shall not be a point of consideration in the judging process for this 4-6 Months Puppy
Competition.

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FUTURITY/MATURITY

Professional Handlers will not be allowed to exhibit any dog they do not own or co-own.
ENTRY FOR FUTURITY STAKE JUDGING

GSMDCA National Specialty Show held on or after the date that they reach six (6) months
of age and are not eligible for subsequent Futurity Stake judging.

JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP (NATIONAL ONLY)

NOVICE CLASS: For boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on the day
of the show and who at the time entries close have not won three (3) first place awards, with
competition present, in a Novice Class. A first place in Novice without competition leading to
a Best Junior award with competition would count as one win towards moving to Open at a
licensed or member show.

OPEN CLASS: For boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on the day
of the show, and who have won three first place awards in a Novice Class or if a win in Novice
leads to a Best Junior with competition present it will count as one win towards moving to Open
in a licensed or member show. Juniors which according to their records have completed the
requirements to compete in the Open class but whose status is unconfirmed by the American
Kennel Club are limited to competing in the Open Class for a period of 90 days from the date of
the show where the Junior completed the requirements according to their records.

MASTER CLASS: This class will be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18
years on the day of the show, and who have 10 Best Junior wins with competition. The calendar
for this class will be consistent with the eligibility dates for the AKC National Championship. All
Juniors meeting the criteria for this class are required to enter the Master Class and may change
their entry the day of the show if entries have already closed. Once the eligibility time frame for
that year has passed all participants return to the Open Class to compete for the following year.

NOTICE: Junior Handlers must include their AKC JUNIOR HANDLER NUMBER on each entry. You

may obtain your junior identification number by calling the AKC, Judges Education Department,

919-233-9767. BE SURE ALL INFORMATION for Junior Showmanship Classes is entered on front and

back of entry form.

NOTE: SUBSTITUTION OF DOG IN JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP AT THE SHOW(S): There will be an

Administration Fee of $5.00 charged for any substitution of dog in Junior Showmanship at each

show. In addition, if the dog originally entered in Jr. Showmanship was an additional entry, and

the dog being substituted is not otherwise entered in the show, the Junior Showmanship Only
fee applies.
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AKC Code of Sportsmanship

PREFACE:

The sport of purebred dog competitive events dates prior to 1884, the year of AKC's birth.

Shared values of those involved in the sport include principles of sportsmanship. They

are practiced in all sectors of our sport: conformation, performance and companion.

Many believe that these principles of sportsmanship are the prime reason why our sport

has thrived for over one hundred years. With the belief that it is useful to periodically

articulate the fundamentals of our sport, this code is presented.

- Sportsmen respect the history, traditions and integrity of the sport of purebred dogs.

- Sportsmen commit themselves to values of fair play, honesty, courtesy, and vigorous
competition, as well as winning and losing with grace.

- Sportsmen refuse to compromise their commitment and obligation to the sport of
purebred dogs by injecting personal advantage or consideration into their decisions
or behavior.

- The sportsman judge judges only on the merits of the dogs and considers no other
factors.

- The sportsman judge or exhibitor accepts constructive criticism.

- The sportsman exhibitor declines to enter or exhibit under a judge where it might
reasonably appear that the judge's placements could be based on something other
than the merits of the dogs.

- The sportsman exhibitor refuses to compromise the impartiality of a judge.

- The sportsman respects the AKC bylaws, rules, regulations and policies governing the
sport of purebred dogs.

- Sportsmen find that vigorous competition and civility are not inconsistent and are able
to appreciate the merit of their competition and the effort of competitors.

- Sportsmen welcome, encourage and support newcomers to the sport.

- Sportsmen will deal fairly with all those who trade with them.

- Sportsmen are willing to share honest and open appraisals of both
