USE OF RAMPS – ALL BREEDS
A judge requesting the use of a ramp must give notice to the show superintendent/show secretary 

prior to judging. AKC approval is not required. The entire entry in a breed is to be examined in the same 
manner (ground, table, or ramp).

At the discretion of the judge, the following breeds may be judged on the ground or on a ramp 
through all levels of competition: Nova Scotia Duck Tolling Retrievers, American Water Spaniels, Boykin 
Spaniels, English Springer Spaniels, Field Spaniels, Welsh Springer Spaniels, Grand Basset Griffon 
Vendeen, Whippets, German Pinschers, Standard Schnauzers, American Staffordshire Terriers, Irish 
Terriers, Soft Coated Wheaten Terriers, Staffordshire Bull Terriers, Finnish Spitz, Australian Cattle Dogs, 
Entlebucher Mountain Dogs, Finnish Lapphunds, Icelandic Sheepdogs, Norwegian Buhunds, Polish 
Lowland Sheepdogs, Spanish Water Dogs, and Norrbottenspets (Misc.).

At the discretion of the judge through all levels of competition, the following breeds may be judged on 
a ramp or table through all levels of competition: Mudi, Puli.

At the discretion of the judge through all levels of competition, the following breeds may be judged on 
the ground, ramp, or table through all levels of competition: Miniature Bull Terriers.

The following breeds must be judged on a ramp through all levels of conformation competition: Lagotto 
Romagnolo, Clumber Spaniels, Sussex Spaniels, Basset Hounds, Cirneco dell’Etnas, Kerry Blue Terriers, 
Bulldogs, Chinese Shar-Pei, Chow Chows and Keeshonden.

This extends to all conformation competition at AKC conformation dog shows and any AKC event 
where a conformation title may be earned. This policy includes Group, BIS, Junior Showmanship, the 
4–6 Month Beginner Puppy Competition, the AKC National Owner-Handled Series (NOHS), and all other 
special attractions that offer Group and BIS competitions. Ramps can be used in emergency situation to 
judge any breed.

In an emergency situation, where use of a ramp is not indicated in the premium list, an exhibitor has 
the option of withdrawing their entry and receiving a refund. For the judging of juniors the ramp may be 
used at the discretion of the judge for the ramp optional breeds. (04/2024)

The Miscellaneous 
class competition will be the equivalent of Group competition and the winner will be eligible to 
compete in Best Four-to-Six Month Puppy in Show. The FSS competition will be the equivalent of 
Group competition and the winner will be eligible to compete in Best Four-to-Six Month Puppy in 
Show.

Entry and Eligibility
Entry and eligibility requirements include:
•  AKC registration number or an AKC litter number will be required for entries of an AKC 
   recognized breed as listed in Chapter  3, Section 1 of the Rules Applying to Dog Shows.
•  A foreign born dog may enter this class if it is registered in the country of origin.
•  FSS number or FSS registered litter number will be required for Miscellaneous and FSS breed 
   entries.
•  All entrants are to be vaccinated (including rabies) in accordance with their veterinarian’s 
   protocol.
•  Professional handlers, members of their household and current assistants to professional 
   handlers may personally exhibit a dog they own as “Exhibition Only” in the Four-to-Six Month 
   (Beginner Puppy) Competition.

Dogs 
may not be exhibited by current assistants or household members of a professional handler. 
A current assistant is defined as anyone employed by a professional handler on a full-time 
basis, or, assisting a professional handler at the show or any show during the cluster/weekend. 
Minors (under 18) with amateur status who reside with

Shared values of those involved in the sport include principles of sportsman-
ship. They are practiced in all sectors of our sport: conformation, performance and com-
panion. Many believe that these principles of sportsmanship are the prime reason why our 
sport has thrived for over one hundred years.  With the belief that it is useful to 
periodically articulate the fundamentals of our sport, this code is presented.

• Sportsmen respect the history, traditions and integrity of the sport of purebred dogs.
• Sportsmen commit themselves to values of fair play, honesty, courtesy, and vigorous 
competition, as well as winning and losing with grace.

• Sportsmen refuse to compromise their commitment and obligation to the sport of 
purebred dogs by injecting personal advantage or consideration into their decisions or 
behavior.

• The sportsman judge judges only on the merits of the dogs and considers no other 
factors.

• The sportsman judge or exhibitor accepts constructive criticism.
• The sportsman exhibitor declines to enter or exhibit under a judge where it might 
reasonably appear that the judge’s placements could be based on something other than 
the merits of the dogs.

• The sportsman exhibitor refuses to compromise the impartiality of a judge.
• The sportsman respects the AKC bylaws, rules, regulations and policies governing the 
sport of purebred dogs.

• Sportsmen find that vigorous competition and civility are not inconsistent and are able to 
appreciate the merit of their competition and the effort of competitors.

• Sportsmen welcome, encourage and support newcomers to the sport.

• Sportsmen will deal fairly with all those who trade with them.
• Sportsmen are willing to share honest and open appraisals of both the strengths and 
weaknesses of their breeding stock.

• Sportsmen spurn any opportunity to take personal advantage of positions offered or 
bestowed upon them.

• Sportsmen always consider as paramount the welfare of their dog.

• Sportsmen refuse to embarrass the sport, the
American Kennel Club, or themselves while taking
part in the sport. 
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 NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS – ALL EVENTS
