The winners of the Veteran and Hunting Retriever Classes will be eligible to compete for Best
of Breed, provided that they are undefeated in any Regular Class at this show

STUD DOG CLASS - For Stud Dogs and two of their Get. It is not necessary that the Get be under
the same ownership as that of the Stud Dog. The Stud Dog may be entered separately in one
of the Regular or Non-Regular Classes or if a Champion of Record, for Best of Breed/Variety
Competition or may be entered for Stud Dog Class only at the regular entry fee. The Get MUST
be entered in one of the Regular Classes and should be indicated as "GET" in the additional class
box on the entry form. The Stud Dog unit shall be considered as one entry and requires only one
entry fee. The Stud Dog must be entered in the Stud Dog Class and shown in the ring with his
Get. Entry judged only on the merits of the Get. While the merits of the Stud Dog are not to be
considered in the placement of the entry, the Stud Dog must be examined to determine if it has
a condition that would require its disqualification or excusal under the Dog Show Rules, AKC
policy or the standard for the Breed.

BROOD BITCH CLASS - Same as Stud Dog, except substitute Brood Bitch for Stud Dog and Produce
for Get.

As the judge’s decision in the Stud Dog, and Brood Bitch will be based on the merits of more than
one dog or bitch, no one of the dogs or bitches making up the entry judged First in these classes
will be eligible to complete for Best of Breed by virtue of having won these classes.

Entries will close Wednesday Noon, May 20, 2026 at Superintendent’s office.

The Four-to-Six Month Puppy competition shall be for dogs that are four months of age and over
but under six months on the day of the event.

Entry and eligibility requirements include:

+ AKC registration number or an AKC litter number will be required for entries of an AKC recognized
breed as listed in Chapter 3, Section 1 of the Rules Applying to Dog Shows.

- A foreign born dog may enter this class if it is registered in the country of origin.

- All entrants are to be vaccinated (including rabies) in accordance with their veterinarian's
protocol.

- Professional handlers, members of their household and current assistants to professional
handlers may personally exhibit a dog they own as "Exhibition Only” in the Four-to-Six Month
(Beginner Puppy) Competition. Entries must be marked “Exhibition Only” prior to the close of
entries. Exhibition-only entrants will participate in the same BPUP classes as regular entries.
Judges will evaluate exhibition-only entrants in the same manner as regular entrants but will not
consider them for awards. All Exhibition BPUP entries will receive an armband/catalog number
starting with a capital “E"

- To be competitive, dogs that are owned or co-owned by a professional handler may compete in
this class, but must be handled by a non-professional handler. Professional handlers are defined
as any person who belongs or has belonged to a professional handlers' organization, distributed
rate cards, or otherwise advertised or represented themselves as handling dogs for pay within
the last five years. Dogs may not be exhibited by current assistants or household members of
a professional handler. A current assistant is defined as anyone employed by a professional
handler on a full-time basis, or, assisting a professional handler at the show or any show during
the cluster/weekend. Minors (under 18) with amateur status who reside with professional
handlers and current assistants to professional handlers that are eligible to compete in Junior
Showmanship (meet age and amateur status requirements) may personally exhibit dogs in the
Four-to-Six Month (Beginner Puppy) Competition.

A first place in Novice without competition leading to a
Best Junior award with competition would count as one win towards moving to Open at a licensed
or member show.

OPEN CLASS: For boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on the day
of the show, and who have won three first place awards in a Novice Class or if a win in Novice
leads to a Best Junior with competition present it will count as one win towards moving to Open
in a licensed or member show. Juniors which according to their records have completed the
requirements to compete in the Open class but whose status is unconfirmed by the American
Kennel Club are limited to competing in the Open Class for a period of 90 days from the date of the
show where the Junior completed the requirements according to their records.

MASTER CLASS: This class will be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18
years on the day of the show, and who have 10 Best Junior wins with competition. The calendar for
this class will be consistent with the eligibility dates for the AKC National Championship. All Juniors
meeting the criteria for this class are required to enter the Master Class and may change their entry
the day of the show if entries have already closed. Once the eligibility time frame for that year has
passed all participants return to the Open Class to compete for the following year.

Novice AND OPEN Class divided: Junior-9 years old and under 12 years old on the day of the show;
Intermediate-12 years old and under 15 years old on the day of the show; Senior-15 years old and
under 18 years old on the day of the show.

RESERVE JUNIOR HANDLER: After the judge has awarded the Best Junior Handler, the second
place winner from the class that the Junior was awarded Best Junior Handler is to return to the ring
to compete for Reserve Best Junior Handler.
